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History of American Higher Educational Development: State,
University and Society
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Abstract

The success story of American higher education is an interesting case in different
dimensions. This paper aims to analyze and have an in-depth understanding of the evolution and
history of American higher education, and university functions in the country’s societal
development from the past to the present. The conceptual framework of analysis adopts five
terms to examine the development of the American higher education. They are State, University,
Society, changing environments, and university roles and functions. The result analysis of the higher
education development can be divided into four crucial eras. The first era is the British colonial
rule and the American Revolution. In this period the main functionality of the university was to
transmit knowledge about religion and to create gentlemen. The second era is the beginning of
modern American higher education. In this era, the key factors influencing the country’s higher
educational were the adaptation of Humboldt model, the prominent role of the university
presidents, Morrill Land Grant Acts and philanthropy. The third era is the golden age of American
higher education. The important factors were Gl Bill, research and development (R&D) support,
talent immigrants and student protests. The last era has been taken role by market mechanisms
in American higher education. There are the market mechanisms and the industrial sector including
multinational companies which have been influential to the higher educational system.
