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Abstract

The result of past development shows that there have been imbalance and unsustainable.
Although the number of national incomes increases, there are still problems of poverty and
inequality. Therefore, sustainable development is the answer to the management of social
development in various dimensions as it focuses on creating a balance between the economy,
society, and environment. To achieve a balance of economic, social and environmental
development, human resources must be developed to attain knowledge and other necessary skills.
The purpose of this article is to present guidelines to propel the Sustainable Development Goals
through research which will be presented in two main issues as follows. (1) The role of research in
supporting the achievement of the Sustainable Development Goals includes: 1.1) assisting for
understanding of the problems and challenges of each sustainable development goals, 1.2) defining
clear and specific scope of sustainable development. 1.3) determining the development of guidelines
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for solutions to the problems, 1.4) identifying and evaluating the most effective options or paths of
development towards the goals, and 1.5) supporting operations that are in accordance with the
sustainable development scope. (2) Guidelines to promote the Sustainable Development Goals as a
research issue in universities include 2.1) encouraging university researchers, especially young
researchers wanting to build academic profile, to become aware of and understand the Sustainable
Development Goals, 2.2) encouraging researchers to understand the connection between their
researches and all 17 goals, 2.3) analyzing the university research strengths in relation to the
Sustainable Development Goals and identifying key researchers involved, 2.4) frequent report on
how university researches contribute to the Sustainable Development Goals, and 2.5 encouraging
researchers to build relations with the global research community.
